Asia-Pacific Forestry Week: Forestry in a changing world
Hanoi, Viet Nam, 21-26 April 2008

Over 600 participants from more than 50 countries will take part in the first-ever Asia-Pacific Forestry Week in
Hanoi from 21 to 26 April 2008. This first-of-its-kind gathering is the largest and most significant forestry-
related event in the region in 2008. It will bring together leading forestry and environment figures from
government, civil society, the private sector and multilateral institutions. A broad array of forestry meetings and
activities, involving many well-known forestry identities, will be held during the week.

Asia-Pacific Forestry Week is hosted jointly by the Government of Viet Nam and the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations.(FAO) at the National Convention Center in Me Tri, Tu Liem, Hanoi.

(Director of the Centre for Science and Environment, India)

people, forests and human-well being: managing forests and people in a period of rapid change; and timber trade,
forest law compliance and governance.
